EIS

	EIS: Spend only Part B dollars. Spend only on students K-12, emphasis on K-3.

$ EIS =  15% of sum of 2 amounts (Part B budgeted total + Preschool budgeted total)
$EIS spent from Part B budget only. No $EIS expenditures from preschool budget.


Private School Share

	Spend Part B dollars AND Preschool dollars, calculated against each grant. 

Calculate Part B and Preschool grants separately within respective budgets.

Basic Formulas

Proportionate Share/Private Schools

Budgeting the required proportionate share of IDEA funds required to be reserved for services to students with disabilities parentally placed in private, including religious, schools

Applies to: 
Part B budgets, IDEA Part B Grant 



Preschool budget, IDEA Preschool Grant 

Steps: Part B example: (Use same steps separately for preschool budgeting)

1) Enter total amount you are applying for under primary and ARRA applications

2) Determine all students with disabilities: those in your district’s census + those reported by other districts in their census enrolled in private schools located in your district.

3) Divide total budget by total students with disabilities. (#1 ÷ #2).

This reveals your per pupil amount for private school services.

4) Determine the total # students with disabilities parentally placed in private schools located in your district (residents and non-residents).

5) Multiply the per pupil amount by the total # students. (#3 x  #4)

6) This reveals your proportionate share pool of IDEA funds to budget for services to students in private schools. 

7) Distribution of this pool of funds is determined through the ongoing, 3-way private school consultation process.

Preschool: Repeat same steps.

Early Intervening Services (EIS)

Applies to: 
IDEA Part B budget only. Expend on K-12, emphasis on K-3



No EIS expenditures from preschool budgets or for preschoolers.

Amount = 15% of the sum of two amounts: IDEA Part B final budget total + IDEA Preschool final budget total
Tip: Begin drafting budget reserves calculated against full allocation, until final ‘applied for” amount is known. This will minimize need for continual upward adjustments of EIS and Private school share as the budget develops. It’s easier to later reduce these two budget items, if needed, once the budget is finalized.

Within your final Part B budget reserves, the percentage might not appear as 15%, based on whether your district is adding unspent prior year EIS reserves, as required. Error message for FY 2012 indicating the district to be in non-compliance with the EIS percentage has been converted to a warning message and will not block submission of your application. Reviewers are aware of this issue and will disregard message as warranted.
